►PUBLIC SECTOR MEMBERSHIP
Membership is open to those who are working as government finance professionals or other government employees representing villages, cities, townships, counties, park districts, library districts, fire prevention districts, state government, special districts, retirement systems, schools, colleges and universities.

Public Sector members are required to adhere to the GFOA Code of Professional Ethics.
